     Friday is the Feast of the Translation of St. Swithun. Swithun entered the monastery of Winchester... King Egbert of the West Saxons heard of his fame and gave his son Ethelwulf into his care; and when this prince years after succeeded to the kingdom, he nominated Swithun Bishop of Winchester, with the consent of the Archbishop of Canterbury and his clergy. Thereafter in his duty towards his See, Swithun left nothing undone which the part of a faithful shepherd. He shrank from all display and gaining of glory in the sight of men, and desired nothing more than that all the good which he did should be unknown save to God and to his own conscience. When he was dying, (to wit, on July 2nd, 862), he expressed the wish that his body should be laid in the earth outside the church, under the open sky, that the feet of them that came thither might pass over him, and that the rain and dew might fall upon him; and his lowly wish was carried out. Wherefrom hath spring the belief that because of his love of both sunshine and rain, God doth ever grant his request for either, whichever he preferreth for his feast day, and for forty days continuously thereafter.

For forty days it will remain;

Saint Swithun's day, if thou be fair,

For forty days 'twill rain nae mair.
