       Saturday is the Feast of The Transfiguration, a Prayer Book Holy Day.

            Tomorrow is the Feast of St. Peter’s Chains.  [When St. Peter] suffered martyrdom at Rome, he was kept in the Mamertine prison, and is said to have been bound in Chains by the command of Nero, which Chains have been held in special honour by the Church from the first ages. Further Arator, Subdeacon of the RomanChurch in the sixth century, wrote that the Chains wherewith Peter was bound at Jerusalem, or certainly some of them, were preserved at Rome in his own time, and consequently the veneration of Peter’s Chains greatly increased; especially when, as we learn from other records of the Church in Rome, a basilica was built by the younger Eudoxia, wife of Valentinian III, on the Esquiline Hill, under the name of St Peter in Chains.  This temple, or a re-building of it, was dedicated on August 1st, whence the day was placed in the Kalendar as the Feast of Saint Peter’s Chains, afterwards called in England Lammas Day, from the custom of offering loaves of bread made from the first-gathered grain of the year, in thanksgiving for the beginning of the harvest. And because of his Chains, this holy Apostle is often invoked for those in bondage.
